Background:

The primary duties and responsibilities of the Nutritional Services Assistant are to prepare and serve
food at an assigned school site or within the production kitchen and maintain food service facilities,
equipment and utensils in a clean and sanitary condition. This requires knowledge of safe food
handling practices. This knowledge is best demonstrated by possession of the ServSafe
certification. In order to obtain the certification the employee must take and pass a qualifying test
administered by the National Restaurant Association.

Staff has reviewed the duties and responsibilities and spoken with the Nutritional Services Assistant
supervisor who confirmed that the certification is not a mandated requirement duringrequit1r0
